SATURDAY, 17th – 9:00 AM - 12:00 PM – “INTERNATIONAL COASTAL CLEAN-UP” Join the world’s largest coastal clean-up event for our ocean and waterways. Worldwide more than 500,000 people have volunteered in prior years cleaning 13,000 beaches and picking up over 16 million pounds of trash. Come out and participate along with Keep Brevard Beautiful to keep your shorelines beautiful. Trash bags provided. Bring gloves, sunscreen and water. Sign in at Playalinda parking area #1. (3 hours)

WEDNESDAY, 21st & 28th – 10:00 AM - “COASTAL PHOTO WALK” – Explore the seashore through the view finder. We will compose a picture. Discover the diversity and beauty of the various plants and animals inhabiting the barrier island. Bring your camera, water, sunscreen and repellant. Meet at Eddy Creek parking area. (1 hour)
