August 25th-Fee Free Day
 Join us to greet the sun on Playalinda beach in Canaveral National Seashore. The Playalinda district will open at 6:00 AM meet at Parking Area #1 to enjoy the sunrise on the next 100 years of the National Park Service. Refreshments and photo ops are on us! The sun rises at 6:58 AM. 
Join us for a sunset celebration on Mosquito Lagoon in Apollo district of Canaveral National Seashore at the Apollo Visitor Center pavilion to mark the beginning of the next century of your National Park Service.  Seashore will remain open to allow maximum sunset enjoyment. Refreshments and oohs and aahs are our gift to you! The sun sets at 7:53 PM.

Friday, August 12th, 19th, & 26th - “BEACH CLEAN-UP” – 10:00 AM - Help celebrate the 100th birthday of the National Park system by cleaning up Playalinda which translates into beautiful beach.  Bring water, sunscreen, bug repellant, work gloves and a hat.  We provide trash bags.  On the 12th meet at parking lot PL # 3; 19th meet at PL# 6; 26th meet at PL #10. (1 hour)

Saturday, August 13th, 20th, & 27th - “CAST NETTING AT PLAYALINDA”- 10:00 AM – Join a ranger and learn the art of cast netting. See how to catch bait and see what may be caught in this area of Mosquito Lagoon OR on the beach depending on beach conditions. Meet at Eddy Creek Dock. (1 hour)
Sunday, August 28th - “FISH MOSQUITO LAGOON”- 10:00 AM - Join a ranger and experience fishing the waters of Mosquito Lagoon an estuary of national significance. Bring water and sunscreen. We have a few rods; feel free to bring your own. Meet at Eddy Creek Dock. (1 to 2 hours)
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
