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Commercial Photography

Cane River Creole National Historical Park

Commercial photography, including wedding and graduation photography, is allowed at Cane River Creole National Historical Park.

A Special Use Permit from the Superintendent is required when:

· the commercial photography includes props, professional models being paid for their work, sets and/or set pieces;

· photography is requested for areas not accessible to normal visitors;

· the photography session is being planned for a time during which the park is closed.

A Special Use Permit from the Superintendent is not required when:

· the commercial photography does not include the use of props, sets, or professional models;

· the commercial photography is done in areas accessible by all national park visitors;

· the photography does not interfere with normal visitation;

· the photography is completed during normal park operating hours of 8-4 daily.

Any activity that must be managed, interferes with park operations, or is proposed for a time during which the park is normally closed requires us to collect cost recovery fees. These fees are non-negotiable and are required by law.

Commercial photography, such as wedding photography, inside the park’s historic structures and the Bottle Garden is not permitted due to the fragile nature of the resources. Commercial activities, such as professional hairdressing and make-up, must be completed off site prior to arrival at the park, since the park does not have facilities to accommodate those activities.
