Converting Distance

A league is a unit of length. It was long common in Europe and Latin America, but it is no longer an official unit in any nation. The word originally meant the distance a person could walk in an hour.
The Spanish League or legua was originally set as a fixed unit of distance of about 4.2 km (2.6 miles). Officially the league was abolished by Philip II of Spain in 1568, but it is still in use unofficially in parts of Latin America, with exact meaning or conversion may vary depending on the country. 
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Below you will see a list of various Timucua towns and Spanish missions. Using the above reading and conversion tables find the distance from St. Augustine to each of the towns.

1. Abacaoe, a Fresh Water province which gave its name to the mission of San Antonio de Anacape in 1655.  It was located 20 leagues south of St. Augustine.
