Catoctin Mountain Park Announces the Finding of No Significant Impact for Upgrading the Park Primary Electrical Distribution System.
Catoctin Mountain Park announces that the Environmental Assessment process for upgrading the electrical distribution system on the west side of Catoctin Mountain Park has been completed and a Finding of No Significant Impact has been signed by the Regional Director of the National Capital Region, National Park Service.
The purpose for taking action is to provide Park visitors and employees with access to a safe and reliable primary electrical distribution system in a way that protects the resources and values of Catoctin Mountain Park. As part of the overall planning effort, the NPS completed an Environmental Assessment (EA) that analyzed the potential impacts that would result from the alternatives considered for upgrading the electrical distribution system. Based on the analysis presented in the EA, the NPS has selected Alternative B – Upgrade the Electrical Distribution System on the West Side of the Park, the preferred alternative, for implementation.  Alternative B was both the preferred and environmentally preferred alternative.
