Ranger Programs
These programs are free and examine the history and settlement of the Shenandoah Valley, the Battle of Cedar Creek, its aftermath and the impact of the Civil War on both the local communities and the nation as a whole.   

 * Cedar Creek and Belle Grove in a Box – A Park Overview A 30 minute program on the history and settlement of the Valley, the Battle of Cedar Creek and the impact of the Civil War.  Meet on Belle Grove’s front lawn. 
* Battle of Cedar Creek Tour  A two-hour car-caravan guided tour, covers the Battle of Cedar Creek in a chronological fashion.  Meet at the Cedar Creek Battlefield Foundation Headquarters.  

* “To Battlefield and Beyond” War Comes to the Shenandoah Valley  This program examines the many impacts of the many military campaigns and battles that occurred in the Valley.  Meet at the Hupp’s Hill Civil War Park. 

* The 8th Vermont Monument at Cedar Creek  Visit one of the few monuments located on the battlefield and learn the story of the New England regiment it memorializes.  Meet at 8739 Valley Pike, Middletown, VA 22645 (a Park Service banner marks the site).  A short walk over moderate terrain is required.  

* Middletown Civil War Walking Tour  Learn about the citizens of Middletown and how the war impacted their lives.  Meet the ranger for a 90 minute walking tour at the intersection of Main Street and First Street, Middletown.  
* 1864 Shenandoah Valley Campaign in a Box This special program provides an overview of the 1864 Shenandoah Valley Campaigns.  Meet on Belle Grove’s front lawn.

Meet at the main entrance to the reenactment site along Route 11 (Valley Pike), south of  Middletown, VA.  Some moderate hiking will be required.  

* October 18-19  150th Anniversary Battle of Cedar Creek Commemoration –Programs and Events The National Park Service and its partners will host a series of special activities, events and programs to commemorate the battle.  Includes: living history, battle reenactments, lectures, demonstrations, sutlers row, Kids’ Activity Tent, Commemorative Ceremony and much more.  A series of special park ranger presentations, including Ranger Station programs, real-time programs and tours will also be offered at various locations throughout the battlefield.
