Ranger Programs
These programs are free and examine the history and settlement of the Shenandoah Valley, the Battle of Cedar Creek, its aftermath and the impact of the Civil War on both the local communities and the nation as a whole.   

 * Cedar Creek and Belle Grove in a Box – A Park Overview A 30 minute program on the history and settlement of the Valley, the Battle of Cedar Creek and the Civil War’s impact.  This interactive program uses the surrounding landscape features and props (taken from a box) to “create” the park and tell its many stories.  Meet on Belle Grove’s front lawn.
