2. Complete ONE stewardship project -
Attend a ranger program,
Report a safety issue to a ranger, or
Pick up litter and put it in a trash can.

The Geology of the Cedar Breaks Amphitheater

Cedar Breaks Rangers need to know a lot about geology, but first and foremost,
rangers must be able to identify the key features of the amphitheater.

Since there are millions of years of stone exposed at Cedar Breaks, you can
see many colors. The weathering and erosion that occur here break down and
create the features you found above.
