Temporary Closure of Wilder Tower at 
Chickamauga and Chattanooga National Military Park

The Wilder Brigade Monument (Wilder Tower) on the Chickamauga Battlefield will be closed to the public from Monday, August 8 through Friday, September 2, 2011. The closure is necessary in order to replace the tower’s stairway handrails, along with the safety railing at the top of the tower.

Existing handrails are in overall poor condition, showing significant rust and loosening from their wall anchors at some points along the steep circular stairway. “The new handrails will help provide a safer and more comfortable experience for the park visitors who climb the tower,” said Superintendent Cathleen Cook.

Wilder Tower will reopen on Saturday, September 3, in time for the Labor Day holiday weekend.
