An Education Program is a program given by a National Park Ranger either at the National Park or in the classroom.  These programs are directly related to the curriculum and aligned with Oklahoma standards.  It is the responsibility of the teacher to conduct the lessons leading up to and following the education program given by the Park Service Educator.  Teachers and chaperones are expected to be engaged in the management and learning of the students.  Programs must be reserved in advance.


An Interpretive Program is a public program designed to help visitors connect with the park and park resources.  These programs may or may not meet your curriculum needs.  These talks are varied and can range from historical, to ecological, scientific, and/or cultural.  Specific program topics can be requested by teachers but requested programs depend on staff availability.  Please call in advance to confirm your interpretive program.

A New Deal for Platt National Park  (history, english)  In the 1930s young men gathered at public lands across the country to help America through the Great Depression.  Learn about their stories and the connection to Platt National Park (today, Chickasaw) through primary sources.
