Field Trip Transportation Reimbursement Program

Teachers participating in the Field Trip Transportation Reimbursement Program must complete a Pre-Visit Activity before their scheduled field trip to prepare their students for the visit to Little Rock Central High School National Historic Site and a Post Visit Activity to culminate their time spent at the National Historic Site. In addition, teachers must agree to an Educational Program that will take place on the day of the field trip. Programs are at least two hours and can last up to four hours. The program may include the walking tour inside Central High School.  Tours are scheduled daily at 9:00 A.M. & 1:15 P.M.  
Listed below are activities that teachers may choose from based on their teaching style or the learning style of students.

· View one of the following movies in class:

· Teacher selected movie on the Civil Rights Movement
· View one of the following documentaries in class:

· Nine from Little Rock: Pioneers of Desegregation by Charles Guggenheim

· The Lost Year: The Untold Story of the Year Following the Crisis at Central High School 1958-1959 by Sandra Hubbard
· Teacher selected documentary on the Civil Rights Movement
· Have students read (or read excerpts to students):

· Students on Strike: Jim Crow, Civil Rights, Brown and Me A Memoir by John A. Stokes

· Simeon’s Story: an Eyewitness Account of the Kidnapping of Emmet Till by Simeon Wright & Herb Boyd

· Teacher selected novel on the Civil Rights Movement
· Have students conduct Internet Research on one of the Little Rock Nine answering the Who, What, When, Where, and Historical Significance as it relates to the 1957 crisis at Central High.

· Have students research the topic of segregation and write about life under segregation. 

· Check-out the Traveling Trunk (either from your nearest Education Service Cooperative or from Central High School NHS)
· Plan a video conference call with the Education or Interpretation departments. 
· Invite the education specialist to your class to teach or co-teach the Civil Rights Movement.
Select at least one Post Visit Activity and notify the education specialist via e-mail at kimble_talley@nps.gov of the activity selected. 

· Have students write a thank you note to one of the Little Rock Nine.

· Have students individually or in cooperative groups write a song or poem in appreciation of the Little Rock Nine.

· Have each student write an essay describing the obstacles the Little Rock Nine faced. 

· Have students imagine they are President Eisenhower during the crisis and have them write a letter to Governor Faubus stating their opinion of the situation at Central High in 1957.

· Have students work in cooperative groups to solve the problem of desegregation. Working together in class, students should create a plan to desegregate Central. Upon completion students should present their plan to the class using the following steps: 
· Identify the Problem 
· List Possible Solutions 
· Review the Alternatives 
· Choose a Course of Action. 

· Split the class into groups of three and have them play a Jeopardy Game (the PowerPoint can be e-mailed to the teacher). 
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
