Following the screening the audience will have opportunity to engage in an interactive discussion with DeWolf family descendant and one of the film's subjects, Mr. James DeWolf Perry.

“We want to take the experience beyond the documentary and encourage the audience to become active in the conversation,” said park Superintendent Robin White. “Here is an opportunity to take a greater step toward healing and understanding by starting to talk, asking the tough questions, and moving beyond our pain.”

In Traces of the Trade, first-time filmmaker Katrina Browne makes a troubling discovery — her New England ancestors were the largest slave-trading family in U.S. history. Ms. Browne and nine fellow descendants set off to uncover their family’s role in a legacy of centuries of human trafficking, and examine contemporary questions of responsibility, healing, and reparation. This thought provoking documentary challenges our understanding of the transatlantic slave trade and the scope of its practice in the bicentennial year of its abolition by the U.S. government. 

Following the screening the audience will have the opportunity to hear from and engage in an interactive “talkback” format with film subject Mr. James DeWolf Perry. Mr. Perry is the executive director of the Tracing Center on Histories and Legacies of Slavery, the organization founded to carry out the work inspired by Traces of the Trade. In addition to appearing in the film, James served as the film’s principal historical consultant.

This event will be held at the Harry R. Kendall Science & Health Mission Center on the campus of Philander Smith College located at 900 West Daisy Bates Drive, Little Rock Arkansas 72202. Admission is free.
