To control noxious and other weeds to protect desirable vegetation, build and maintain fences to control cattle distribution, and assist with natural resource conservation projects within City of Rocks National Reserve and Castle Rocks State Park. 
Duties:

1. Control weeds using Integrated Pest Management techniques, including chemical and mechanical treatments

2. Inspect fences for maintenance needs, and perform needed maintenance

3. Assist with grazing allotment monitoring

4. Assist with various natural resource conservation projects

5. Other park duties as needed

Minimum Qualifications:
1. Legal U.S. resident, 18 years old or older, with valid driver’s License

2. High School Diploma/GED
3. Ability to work independently and perform physically-demanding manual labor outdoors in a variety of weather conditions and terrain, sometimes alone, especially in the backcountry.
