The structure is constructed on
wooden deck. A transparent dome with ceiling fan
allows for ventilation and views of the night sky.

Helpful Hints During Your Stay

Park staff want to ensure that you have a safen@rdorable
experience, so we suggest these few helpful hints:
» For cooler ventilation, unzip the windows from thatside, turn on the ceiling

fan, and or raise the transparent dome using tigghandle attachment stored
above the door.

» For heating, use the pre-cut firewood and kindpngvided. Additional
firewood and kindling may be purchased locally. tashthe visitor center for
more information.

« Although your yurt can be locked when unoccupi@ahsider locking valuables
in your vehicle, or store other items inside thet ythen away from the area for
an extended time.

» Consider cooking food outside to prevent trappidgre or attracting critters.
Be sure and ventilate if you do use a cooking stovyeortable heater inside.
(cooking items are ngdrovided).

« Keep in mind that even though you are inside thé& your voices can carry
outside as if you were in a regular tent.

Check-out Procedures

Ensure that fan and light are turned off.

Sweep the floor and lock the door.

Return key to visitor center. (If closed, dafpkey with camp
host, or if unavailable, leave key on yurt table).
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RULESFOR YURT GUESTS

Pets are not allowed inside the yurt

Smoking in the yurt is strictly prohibited

Guest may not pitch tents or park other
camping units at the yurt site. Campers must
utilize a designated campsite.

Confine outside campfires to the designated
fire ring provided.

No cutting of trees/limbs for firewood.

Quiet hours are 10 p.m. to 7 a.m.

Guests are responsible for damages in excess
of normal wear and tear, and are also
responsible for missing items (if not reported
upon check-in).

At no time may more than 6 people occupy
the yurt.

Fee includes up to two vehicles in the
designated yurt parking area. Additional
vehicles must park at the extra vehicle parking
zones located across from campsites 5 and 6.
An extra vehicle fee of $8.00 plus tax will
apply for each vehicle utilizing these parking
areas.
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
