It was important to keep our workers
happy! My mine used heavy machines to do most of the hard
work, | would never use a pickax!

| am E. Louise Presser. | was supposed to marry a farmer in
Nebraska but | wanted more adventure. | moved to Rhyolite,
Nevada and became the mining camp’s first schoolteacher. It
was scary and exciting at the same time! My school had thirty
desks and a slate board which was really high on the wall and
hard to reach. | had 93 students! | split them into two groups;
some had school in the morning, and others in the afternoon.
Thank goodness the school board hired two more
schoolteachers for the next school year!
