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In accordance with regulations and the delegated authority provided in Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations (“36 CFR”), Chapter 1, Parts 1-7, authorized by Title 16 United States Code, Section 3, the following regulatory provisions are established for the proper management, protection, government and public use of those portions of Coronado National Memorial under the jurisdiction of the National Park Service.  Unless otherwise stated, these regulatory provisions apply in addition to the requirements contained in 36 CFR, Chapter 1, Parts 1-7.  

I.
36 CFR §1.5 – VISITING HOURS, PUBLIC USE LIMITS, CLOSURES, AND AREA DESIGNATIONS FOR SPECIFIC USE OR ACTIVITIES

(a)(1)
 The following visiting hours and public use limits are established for all or for the listed portions of the park, and the following closures are established for all or a portion of the park to all public use or to a certain use or activity:

Visiting Hours: 



The visitor center and administration offices are closed on Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day and from 5 PM to 9 AM.

All of the Memorial’s facilities are for day use only.  The Memorial is closed from dusk to dawn with the following exceptions:

The main road through the Memorial remains open to through traffic on a 24 hour basis but may be temporarily closed for emergency situations. Stopping on the road, dusk to dawn is prohibited.

An area 250 feet surrounding the Montezuma Ranch and/or any of the outbuildings at the ranch is closed. This area contains closed structures and potentially hazardous conditions. 

A 500 foot area surrounding the border patrol camera tower is closed to the public.

Overnight parking at Montezuma Pass is permitted. Overnight parking is permitted at that location to provide access to overnight camping facilities outside the Memorial boundary where no other parking facilities exist.  No person may occupy that vehicle while it is parked overnight at the Pass.
Public Use Limits: 



Smoking, open flame of any type, and camping are prohibited inside Coronado Cave, and on the Cave Trail. Alcoholic beverages and glass containers are also prohibited inside Coronado Cave and on the Cave Trail. The consumption of food products is prohibited inside Coronado Cave.  All other caves within the Memorial are closed to public access.

Vehicles being used for ongoing hunting operations outside the boundary of Coronado National Memorial may not be parked inside the boundary at any time.

(a)(2) The following areas have been designated for a specific use or activity, under the conditions and/or restrictions as noted:
The following roads are closed to public vehicle traffic:

The roads to the maintenance complex and park residence area.

The abandoned State of Texas Mine Road.

The Joe’s Spring grazing allotment road.

The abandoned Clark-Smith Cabin Road.

East Forest Lane Extension 
The Border Road

The provision of the preceding paragraph does not apply to official use by authorized federal, state, and local agency representatives.

All abandoned mines are closed due to health and safety risks. The State of Texas mine area is closed to all entry during the months of July, August, September and October, except by permit or official business.

36 CFR §1.6 – ACTIVITIES THAT REQUIRE A PERMIT

(f) The following is a compilation of those activities for which a permit from the superintendent is required:

The following activities related to Public Use Limits:

· Group activities in the picnic area with more than 30 people and/or 15 vehicles.  An exemption may be given to academic institutions using the park resources and/or facilities to support the educational purpose of the visit.
· Group activities at Montezuma Pass with more than 50 people and/or 35 vehicles.

· (a)(3) 
Operation of any type of portable motor or engine, or device powered by a portable motor or engine in non-developed areas

· (a)(4) 
Operation of a public address system in connection with a public gathering or special event for which a permit has been issued pursuant to §2.50 or §2.51

· §2.37
Soliciting or demanding gifts, money goods or services (Pursuant to the terms and conditions of a permit issued under §2.50, §2.51 or §2.52)

· §2.50(a)
Conduct a sports event, pageant, regatta, public spectator attraction, entertainment, ceremony, and similar events

· §2.51(a) Public assemblies, meetings, gatherings, demonstrations, parades and other public expressions of views 

· The following areas have specific locations designated for public assemblies (map available in the Visitor Center) for activities involving the public expression of views.  Other locations will be determined on a case by case basis.

1. A square 25’by 25’ north of the road, on the north side of the road just west of the roadside pullout on the main park road just inside the entrance. See map. Parking for this area will be limited to vehicles that can fit within the gravel portion of the roadside pullout.
       The permit may be obtained at the Visitor Center at park headquarters.

· §2.52(c) Sale or distribution of printer matter that is not solely commercial advertising

· The following areas have specific locations designated as available of the sale or distribution of printed matter (map available in the Visitor Center)

· A square 25’by 25’ north of the road, on the north side of the road just west of the roadside pullout on the main park road just inside the entrance. See map. Parking for this area will be limited to vehicles that can fit within the gravel portion of the roadside pullout.

       The permit may be obtained at the Visitor Center.

· §5.3
Engaging in or soliciting any business (Requires a permit, contract or other written agreement with the United States, or must be pursuant to special regulations).

· §5.5
Commercial Photography/Filming:

(a)  Commercial filming of motion pictures or television involving the use of professional casts, settings or crews, other than bona fide newsreel or news television

(b) Still photography of vehicles, or other articles of commerce or models for the purpose of commercial advertising.
III.
GENERAL REGULATIONS


36 CFR §2.1 – PRESERVATION OF NATURAL, CULTURAL AND ARCHEOLOGICAL RESOURCES

(a)(4) Dead wood on the ground may be collected for use as fuel for campfires within the park in the following areas:
· Wood gathering is strictly prohibited

 (c)(1), (c)(2) The following fruits, nuts, berries or unoccupied seashells may be gathered by hand for personal use or consumption, in accordance with the noted size, quantity, collection sites and/or use or consumption restrictions:

The collection of mesquite beans or seeds, or seed pods is permitted when the seed, or seed pod has fallen from the tree. Green pods may not be picked from trees, only ripe or yellow pods may be picked from the tree. There is a limit of no more than 1 quart of seed pods or a half quart of individual beans/seeds per person per day and is limited for personal use only. 

36 CFR §2.2 - WILDLIFE PROTECTION

(d) The transporting of lawfully taken wildlife through the park is permitted under the following conditions and procedures: 

· Lawfully taken wildlife must be tagged in accordance with state laws and regulations.

(e) The following areas are closed to the viewing of wildlife with the use of an artificial light:

· All areas of the park within the boundaries of Coronado National Memorial are closed to the use of artificial lights and audio tapes for the purpose of attracting and viewing wildlife.

· The superintendent may, on a case by case basis, approve the use of artificial calling/lighting for the viewing of wildlife in accordance with Title 36 CFR Sec. 2.2 (e), NPS 53 (Filming Guidelines/SUP’s).

36 CFR §2.4 – WEAPONS, TRAPS, AND NETS
In accordance with §2.4(a)(1-2) weapons, traps, or nets may be carried, possessed or used at the following designated times and locations where the taking of wildlife is authorized by law in accordance with §2.2., or the taking of fish is authorized by law in accordance with §2.3:

or, as designated pursuant to special regulations, for target practice during the following times and at the following facilities or locations:

(d) In all other cases, a permit is required to posses a weapon, trap or net.  The superintendent will only issue a permit to carry or possess a weapon trap or net under the following circumstances:  

(1)
When necessary to support approved/permitted research activities.

(2)
To persons in charge of pack trains or saddle horses for emergency use.

(3)
For employees, agents or cooperating officials – for official duty.

(4)
To provide access to otherwise inaccessible lands or waters that are contiguous to the park when other means of access are impractical or impossible.
36 CFR §2.10 – CAMPING and FOOD STORAGE
(d) Conditions for the storage of food are in effect, as noted, for the following areas:


In the picnic area, no food may be left unattended. Food may be out for immediate consumption, preparation, and cooking. Any food stored unattended must be in a hard-sided container of sufficient design and weight to keep out animals such as birds, squirrels, and large mammals. 

36 CFR §2.11 – PICNICKING
The following areas are closed to picnicking in accordance with section 1.5; the Superintendent may approve exceptions on a case by case basis.


Memorial through road corridor and turnouts.


Visitor Center


Residence area


Maintenance yard

Coronado Cave

Picnicking is allowed in the picnic area, the picnic facility is open to the public on a first come first serve basis. Groups of 30 or more people require a special use permit. An exemption may be given to academic institutions using the park resources and/or facilities to support the educational purpose of the visit.
36 CFR 2.13 – FIRES
(a)(1) The lighting or maintaining of fires is generally prohibited, except as provided for in the following designated areas or receptacles, and under the conditions noted:
Charcoal, wood, and propane fires are permitted in the designated picnic area only and the fire must be confined to a stove or provided grill. Visitors must provide their own wood and/or charcoal, or propane. Wood gathering is strictly prohibited.

(a)(2) The following restrictions are in effect for the use of stoves or lanterns:

· Picnic area only.

(b) Fires must be extinguished according to the following conditions:

· Upon termination of use, with a non-flammable liquid.

(c) High fire danger closures will be in effect as noted:

· Seasonal fire restrictions may prohibit any fire use depending on severity of fire danger level. 

36 CFR §2.14 – SANITATION and REFUSE
(a)(2) The use of government refuse receptacles or facilities for dumping household, commercial or industrial refuse, brought as such from private or municipal property may be allowed under the following conditions:

· No household, commercial, or industrial refuse may be dumped in any park receptacle.

(b) Conditions for the disposal, containerization, or carryout of human body waste have been established for the following:

36 CFR §2.15 – PETS
The Nature Trail and the Crest Trail are the only trails where properly leashed pets are permitted. All other trials, undeveloped backcountry, and the visitor center are closed to pets. 

(a)(3) Pets may be left tied to an object under the following conditions:

· Leaving pets unattended and secured to an object is not permitted.

(a)(5) Pet excrement must be disposed in accordance with the following conditions:

· Pet owners must collect and properly dispose of any pet excrement deposited from their pet on the Nature Trail near the visitor center.

 (e) Pets may be kept by park residents under the following conditions:

· Occupants of Government quarters may have pets under conditions specified in the park housing manual and the Memorial’s pet policy.

36 CFR §2.16 – HORSES and PACK ANIMALS
(a) The following animals are designated as pack animals:
· Horses, burros, mules, or other hoofed mammal.

(b) The use of horses or pack animals is permitted on the following trails, routes or areas:

· Pack animals are permitted on the Crest Trail.

· Pack animals are prohibited on all park roads, in the picnic area, visitor center area, visitor center parking lot, the maintenance yard, residential area, and all trails except the Crest trail. 
· These rules and regulations do not apply to law enforcement horse patrols.

· Cross country riding is permitted.

(g) Other conditions concerning the use of horses or pack animals:

· Horse transport vehicles left in the Montezuma Pass parking lot shall be removed before dark. 
· Loading and unloading of pack animal trailers is allowed on safe pull out areas along paved portions of Montezuma Canyon Road, East Forest Lane, and the parking lot at Montezuma Pass only. Any litter, loose hay, straw, or animal waste shall be cleaned from the pack animal staging area on final departure.

36 CFR §2.20 – SKATING, SKATEBOARDS and SIMILAR DEVICES
The use of roller skates, skateboards, roller skis, coasting vehicles, or similar devices are allowed in the following areas:   No areas designated. Similar devices would include motorized devices such as battery or combustion engine devices, Segway type devices.
36 CFR §2.21 – SMOKING
(a) The following portions of the park, or all or portions of buildings, structures or facilities are closed to smoking:

· Coronado Cave

· Gas pumps, to a diameter of 50 feet

· Paint storage room

· Propane tanks, to a diameter of 50 feet

· All Government buildings

· Maintenance complex
· Public restrooms

· All areas of the Memorial when deemed necessary due to high/extreme fire danger

· Multi-occupancy residences

· All Government Vehicles

36 CFR §2.22 – PROPERTY
(a)(2) The following describes areas where property may be left unattended for periods longer than 24 hours, and the conditions under which property may be left:

· Geocaching or similar activity is not permitted, due to the elements of digging and abandonment of property if left for greater than 24 hours.

· Virtual geocaching, or keeping the cache in an approved area is permitted on a case by case basis.
· Due to the close proximity to the international border, under certain conditions, property may be considered abandoned if left for less than 24 hours.

· Unattended property will be impounded immediately if it is suspected of being involved in illegal activity or in support of protection of life and safety .

36 CFR §2.35 –ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES and CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES

(a)(3)(i) The following public use areas, portions of public use areas, and/or public facilities within the park are closed to consumption of alcoholic beverages, and/or to the possession of a bottle, can or other receptacle containing an alcoholic beverage that is open, or has been opened, or whose seal has been broken or the contents of which have been partially removed:
The consumption of alcoholic beverages and possession of open receptacles containing alcoholic beverages are prohibited in the Coronado Cave Trail, in Coronado Cave, and the visitor center building, and parking area.

Alcoholic beverages may be consumed in the picnic area.

36 CFR §2.62 – MEMORIALIZATION
(a) Authorization from the Director of the National Park Service is required to install a monument, memorial, tablet, structure, or other commemorative installation in a park area.

(b) A permit is required for the scattering of ashes from cremated human remains in the following areas, and/or according to the following terms and conditions:
· The scattering of human ashes from cremation is allowed pursuant to the following terms and conditions:
· The remains to be scattered must have been cremated and pulverized.

· All remains to be scattered within the boundaries of the Memorial must meet all appropriate state laws prior to dispersion.

· The scattering of remains by persons on the ground is to be performed at least 100 yards from any trail, road, developed facility, or body of water.
· The scattering of remains from the air is to be performed at a minimum altitude of 2000 feet above the ground.

· No scattering of remains from the air is to be performed over developed areas, facilities, or bodies of water.

· No other items may be left such as flowers, urns, photos, crosses, or any other memorial items.

· Due to the above listed conditions and terms the only locations where this activity can be permitted is on the grasslands and south of the picnic area. There is not sufficient distance from roads, trails, developed facilities for the permitting of scattering at Montezuma Pass or from trails in that area.

36 CFR §4.10 – TRAVEL ON PARK ROADS AND ROUTES
(a) Park roads, open for travel by motor vehicle are those indicated in the following publication: 

· Park brochure

· Two, Three and Four wheel ATVs and golf carts must be in compliance with Arizona State laws when operated on park roads.

(b) The following routes and/or areas, designated pursuant to special regulations, are open for off-road vehicle travel under the terms and conditions noted: 
None designated

 (c)(1) Track-laying motor vehicles or other motor vehicles equipped with a similar traction device may be operated on the following routes under the terms and conditions noted: 
None designated.
36 CFR §4.11 – VEHICLE LOAD, WEIGHT AND SIZE LIMITS
(a) The following load, weight and size limits, which are more restrictive than State law, apply to the roads indicated under the terms and conditions, and/or under permit as noted:

· Vehicles in excess of 24 feet in overall length are prohibited on the section of Montezuma Canyon Rd west of the visitor center.

· Pursuant to section AZ 28-1093 (a) of the Arizona Revised Statue, vehicle width in excess of 8 feet is prohibited. The superintendent may, on a case by case basis, issue permits or verbal authorization for vehicles in excess of eight feet in width to travel on Memorial roads.

· The superintendent may, on a case by case basis, issue permits or verbal authorization for vehicles with trailers in excess of 24 feet in length to travel west past the visitor center.

36 CFR §4.30 – BICYCLES
(a) Bicycle use is permitted on park roads, parking areas, and on the following designated routes:

· All main park roads open to vehicle traffic.

The following routes are closed to bicycle use:

· All park trails 

· Areas closed to motor vehicle traffic.
