Montezuma Canyon Road (FR 61) will be closed for approximately six weeks, beginning October 15, 2007.  Authorized vehicles will be allowed to use the road, but there will be no public access to Parker Canyon Lake through the Memorial.  

Extensive mudslides severely damaged Montezuma Canyon Road during the 1000 year flood of July/August 2006.  The road will be closed so final repairs can be made to the low water crossings.  The picnic area, Joe’s Canyon Trail and the Coronado Cave Trail will remain open.  

The Visitor Center will also be open during the road repairs.  Visitor center hours will change beginning October 14, 2007 to 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. daily.
