Chiricahua National Monument:  On Saturday & Sunday June 6th and 7th, the National Park Service will host a work project to perform trail maintenance on trails at Chiricahua National Monument. Interested volunteers should meet at the park’s visitor center at 9:00 am.  Please park in the visitor center parking lot; park staff and volunteers will carpool a short distance to the Trailhead. Participants should wear sturdy shoes, long pants and a hat.  Bring water, snacks or lunch and gloves (if you have them).  Tools and gloves will be provided.  Volunteers will be working with park staff and will conclude the day’s efforts at 3:00 pm. A campsite will be provided outside of Chiricahua National Monument. Participants are responsible for their own sleeping bag and tent. Meals will be provided for Saturday evening and Sunday breakfast and lunch.
