After 10 days of hard work by staff and volunteers, the picnic area and Joe’s Canyon Trail are open. Yaqui Ridge, Crest and Montezuma Peak trails are only accessible via Joe’s Canyon Trail.  The cave trail, which suffered extensive damage in the first 1/3 of a mile is open, but caution is advised as the path is delineated with flagging and goes over rough terrain including rocks, sand, and running water.  Check in at the visitor center for current conditions on the trails.  Nearly 3.7 inches of rain fell on Sunday, July 27, 2008 causing Montezuma Canyon Road (FR 61) to washout in several places.  Park staff is working hard to re-open the road by the end of the week, but it will remain closed until emergency repairs are completed.
