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Cowpens National Battlefield Visitor Center Closed for Painting

The Cowpens National Battlefield Visitor Center will be closed for painting from October 10 - 11, 2016. Since the park will already be closed for Columbus Day on October 10, park management chose these dates to minimize impact to visitors. The walking trails and loop road will reopen on Tuesday morning, and the Visitor Center will reopen at 9:00 on Wednesday morning.

The interior walls and trim in the Visitor Center were last painted in 2005. Since then, the paint has chipped and is peeling away from the walls in some places. Painting the interior of the Visitor Center will enhance the looks of the building, make the building more appealing to visitors, and protect the walls. 

In preparation for the project, the original Charles McBarron painting, The Battle of Cowpens, will be removed and stored offsite for its protection from October 4 – 18.
