SPECIAL USE PERMIT


WEDDINGS

1. Camping, backpacking, and other recreation activities associated with the wedding ceremony on Cumberland Island National Seashore must be in accordance with regulations set forth in Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  The permittee is responsible for protecting wilderness and other island resources.  No ground fires are permitted in the wilderness.  In the frontcountry campfires are permitted only in designated areas.  Please use only designated dune crossings.  Do not harass the wildlife or trespass on private property.  Bicycles, carts, and other types of transport are not permitted in the wilderness.

2. If food service is provided, it shall require adherence to applicable requirements of the U.S. Public Health Service and Camden County Health Department.  Any reception activities with food and/or bar service are limited to areas that will not impact scheduled ferry embarkation and disembarkation.  It may be most practical to hold the reception aboard the chartered boat.  All applicable state and federal liquor laws are subject to enforcement.  Please be respectful of other visitors.

3. Any boats and/or equipment utilized to carry out the operations authorized by this permit may not be parked or left in such a manner as to interfere with or congest normal docking at Dungeness, Sea Camp, or Plum Orchard.  At no time will any charter or private dockings associated with this special use permit interfere with scheduled ferry service provided by the concessioner.  Public docking is not allowed at Dungeness wharf.  No authorization is given by this Special Use Permit to use private dockage on Cumberland Island.

There should be no trace of the wedding ceremony or reception when all of the party has left the island.   All litter must be brought off of the island and deposited in designated receptacles. The human waste collected will be taken out of the backcountry and deposited into an appropriate septic system in a manner acceptable to the Public Health Service.  Please, no rice or birdseed throwing on the island.

5. Collecting of plants, animals, or mineral specimens is prohibited on Cumberland Island.  Collecting shells is allowed as long as the shell is not inhabited. 

6. The permittee is responsible for each visitor in the party’s paying their required visitor use fee(s). 

7. In the event that access to Cumberland Island is not provided by private non-commercial watercraft, or watercraft owned and operated by island residents, transportation must be obtained through the authorized National Park Service concessioner, Lang Seafood Inc.

8. The permittee shall not conduct any activities that will impact on ruins or structures or place visitors at risk of injury or death.  Violation of this provision is cause for immediate suspension and possible cancellation of the permit.  A Bill of Collection may be issued for damages or extra maintenance following an event.

9. The U. S. Government, Department of the Interior, National Park Service, and Cumberland Island National Seashore will not be held liable for any injuries, damages or occurrences relating to the operation.  There is no insurance requirement for wedding ceremonies. 

10. No fireworks are allowed.

11. Unless the permittee has requested in writing and received prior written approval, no authorization is given for any uncommon visitor services, mode of special transportation, or the use of any structures beyond those enjoyed by other visitors to Cumberland Island National Seashore. 

12. Amplified music is permitted in accordance with 36 CFR 2.12 Audio disturbances as long as the volume is reasonable and does not cause problems for other visitors.  There is no electrical power available. 

13. The wedding party (including guests, clergy, and photographers) is limited to 100 for outdoor sites and 20 for the First African Baptist Church.
