Welton Farm and Factory
Daniel Greenfield, of Greenfield Berry Farm, talks about the Welton’s cheese factory that was once just east of his property.
“The initial family . . . Now, you have to understand this is a historic farmstead that was built in the 1850s. It's very old. The first farm family was the Weltons, Allen Welton was the first farmer there. He was a dairy farmer as well, and had a cheese factory that I believe was also on Major Road, and I think that was the first cheese factory in the county.”
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
