There 
is no hybrid or genre-bending music here. Their combination of instrumentation and vocals convey the 
energy and emotion of classic bluegrass and country music. Danny’s lead vocals will captivate your 
senses, so much so that many prominent musicians, including Alison Krauss, have considered Danny as 
one of their favorite singers. His voice combines powerful range and soulful blues with a sound like no 
one else in bluegrass today. 

Their album, The Room Over Mine, earned accolades and the song, “Don’t Throw Mama’s Flowers 
Away” won the 2009 International Bluegrass Music Award (IBMA) for Song of the Year. The band also 
garnered several IBMA nominations for Emerging Artist of The Year, Male Vocalist of the Year, and 
Album of the Year.
