Your park adventure begins at Boston Store Visitor Center, located at 1550 Boston Mills Road,
Peninsula 44264. Stop here to watch a short park video, pick up brochures and maps, and speak to
knowledgeable staff. The visitor center is open daily, 10 a.m. - 4 p.m. It is closed on December 25
and January 1.

The new Canal Exploration Center, located at 7104 Canal Road, Valley View 44125, is the park’s
newest attraction with exciting exhibits on the Ohio & Erie Canal. The center is open Saturdays and
Sundays, 10 a.m. - 4 p.m.

The Winter Sports Center, located within Kendall Lake Shelter on Truxell/ Kendall Park Road, two
miles west of Akron Cleveland Road, Peninsula 44264, offers winter equipment rental and instruction.
The center will be open on the following dates only when there are at least four inches of snow. It may be
open additional days during heavy snowfall. Saturdays and Sundays, December 6 through 21 and January
3 through February 22; daily, December 26 through 31; and the holidays of January 19 (Martin Luther
King, Jr. Day) and February 16 (Presidents’ Day), 9:30 a.m. - 4:30 p.m. Call 330-657-2752 for current
snowfall depth.
