Brecksville, Ohio - The National Park Service (NPS) has reopened 7.2 miles of the Ohio & Erie Canal Towpath Trail in Cuyahoga Valley National Park from Canal Visitor Center (7104 Canal Road, intersection of Canal and Hillside Roads in Valley View) south to Red Lock Trailhead on Highland Road in Sagamore Hills. NPS anticipates reopening the remaining section of the Towpath Trail (1.8 miles) from Lock 39 Trailhead on Rockside Road in Independence south to Canal Visitor Center by close of business Friday, July 21, 2006.  Heavy flooding due to intense rainfall on Thursday, June 22, 2006 caused the closure of several services and sites in Cuyahoga Valley National Park. 

Cuyahoga Valley Scenic Railroad (CVSR) will maintain an alternate excursion schedule from Brecksville Station in Brecksville until Sunday, August 6.
