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Chaperone Expectations and Guidelines  
Chaperones are an integral part of Denali Science School, so thank you for volunteering.  We require and limit group size to one adult supervisor per six students.  This is because too many adults can be a distraction during the visit, but a minimum number is required to maintain a safe learning environment.  We need your participation and cooperation to make Denali Science School a positive and successful experience.


Be an active participant and leader!
Chaperones are expected to be active learners, leaders, and behavior managers during all Science School activities. During large-group sessions, please help keep the group’s attention focused on what the ranger or teacher is saying, and encourage the students to answer the questions. During small-group sessions, listen closely to instructions and you will have all the tools you need to be an excellent leader for your group. There is often only one lead instructor for the group of 30+ students at any given time, so the students benefit tremendously from the leadership provided by chaperones. 

Lead by example
· Chaperones are expected to comply with the same rules as the students, and to help enforce the rules. This includes respecting plants and animals (no harassing or removing), showing respect for others, not talking while instructors are talking, and not using electronic equipment while on duty.  
· Make sure students clean-up after themselves on a daily basis, especially in the classrooms, bathrooms, and dining hall.
· Parents with participating children should treat all students with equal attention.
