Left (east) Wavecrest approximately 0.8 miles (eight blocks) to Woodcut Drive. 
 
Right (south) on Woodcut to Washington Avenue. 
 
Left (east) on Washington Avenue approximately 0.3 miles to Service Entrance gate. 
 
Turn right onto dirt drive. 
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
