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Apache Pass Through Time 

The National Park Service, Sharlot Hall Museum, and the Tucson Presidio Trust will be hosting the first Apache Pass Through Time event on Saturday, February 12, 2011, from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. at Fort Bowie National Historic Site (NHS).  This special event will serve as the kick-off event for Arizona’s statehood centennial celebration, and commemorate the 150th anniversary of the Bascom Affair, a confrontation between the United States military and the Chiricahua Apache that occurred in the Apache Pass area in 1861.

Historical interpreters will be on hand to bring to life this episode in history. The focus of the event will be walking tours of the Bascom Affair site.  Interpreters will use eyewitness accounts to present the Bascom Affair in a new light, sharing little-known information and addressing many of the misperceptions surrounding this event.  Walking tours will leave from the Overland Stage Station ruins every 15 minutes, and last approximately 45 minutes.  Interpreters will also be available at the Fort Bowie ruins to discuss various eras in the Fort’s history and demonstrate period equipment. 

The event is free and open to both individuals and groups.  Visitors should be prepared to hike to the Bascom Affair tour site and the Fort Bowie ruins.  The distance from the trailhead parking lot to the Bascom Affair site is approximately 0.5-miles (one-way), and the distance from the trailhead parking lot to the Fort ruins is approximately 1.5-miles (one-way). Visitors are encouraged to bring picnic lunches and spend the day exploring and enjoying the area.  The site includes a visitor center and bookstore, which will be open during the event. Weather conditions this time of year are variable.  Visitors should dress warmly for this outdoor event.

Fort Bowie NHS is located off Apache Pass Road.  From Willcox, travel 22 miles south on State Route 186 to Apache Pass Road.  Turn left on Apache Pass Road and travel eight miles along the dirt road to the trailhead parking lot.  From Bowie, travel 14 miles south on Apache Pass Road to the trailhead parking lot.  Apache Pass Road turns into a gravel road approximately 12 miles from Bowie.
