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Wedding Permit Conditions

[bookmark: _GoBack]Weddings are permitted in Fort Donelson National Battlefield. A special use permit (SUP) is required for all weddings regardless of size. The designated area is near the Confederate gun battery (stop #4 on the driving tour) on the Cumberland River. Please complete a Special Use Permit application and send to the park’s Special Use Coordinator, Fort Donelson National Battlefield, P.O. Box 434, Dover, TN 37058. The permit application must be received at least ten business days prior to your event. Once the permit has been approved and issued, it will be mailed to you.
Please review special conditions and decide if this will be conducive to your plans before sending in your application.
Payment
A non-refundable application fee is required before permit will be processed. Please make check or money order to the National Park Service and send with your application.
Special Regulations
•	Any event that interferes with the normal activities of visitors, such as the closing of trails, observation ramps or public use facilities, will not be allowed.
•	No disturbance of vegetation or other natural objects is allowed. Park regulations do not permit the throwing or scattering of rice, birdseed or flower petals. In addition, the release of butterflies or other insects is prohibited.
•	No structures of any kind are allowed, including tents, chairs, tables, bands, barbeques, sound systems, props, etc.
•	Historical buildings or other structures may be used as a backdrop only. Buildings or structures cannot be used for attachments (such as banners or flowers) or be incorporated into the ceremony as a stage.
•	Permittee will assume all responsibility for cleanup of the site.
•	All vehicles for the wedding party and guests must park in designated parking areas. Over flow parking area is available and carpooling is recommended.
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
