Dover, Tennessee—Photography in the Civil War, an exhibit hosted by Fort Donelson Relics, will debut at the Fort Donelson National Battlefield, August 26 & 27, 2006. The collection will be open to the public each day from 9:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m.  

This is the first time that the Fort Donelson Relic’s owners John & Nikki Walsh have shared their entire photograph collection with National Park visitors. John Walsh’s collection contains almost 300 Civil War period images, including carte de visites, tintypes, ambrotypes, and daguerreotypes.
