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Evening Program traces the Rebirth of Fort Scott

FORT SCOTT, KS– Blockbuster movies are often accompanied by features showing how the movies were made.  On August 28, 2015 at 6:30 p.m., an evening program lasting about an hour will be offered that outlines the making of Fort Scott National Historic Site.

Fort Scott NHS, one of over 400 units of the National Park Service, has been a national historic site since 1978.  Averaging 27,000 visitors per year, it plays a key role in the tourism industry in the town of Fort Scott and is one of the area’s main attractions.  It preserves twenty historic structures and five acres of restored tallgrass prairie and tells the stories of the Permanent Indian Frontier, westward expansion,  “Bleeding Kansas” and the Civil War.  To bring this about it took a group of dedicated citizens, a determined college professor, and a sympathetic Congressman.

The program on August 28th will take a look at how the historic site came to be an NPS unit.  It will consist of a tour of some of the buildings key to the story of Fort Scott’s rebirth as well as reenactors portraying people who made its history important enough to be a National Historic Site.  People who worked to preserve the site and its history will also be featured during the program.

The program is being offered as one of many at the site that will commemorate the NPS centennial.  The National Park Service will celebrate its 100th birthday on August 25, 2016 and a number of events both locally and nationwide are being planned to observe this event.  It is being held the same week as the 99th anniversary of the Park Service and will meet two of the 99 goals laid out for this year; Discover History around You and See How NPS helps Transform your Community 

Fort Scott National Historic Site, a unit of the National Park System, is open daily from 8 a.m. – 5 p.m.  Entrance to the site is free of charge.
