Information for Visitors to the 2012 Fort Union Rendezvous
Fort Union Trading Post National Historic Site is part of the National Park System. It was designated by congress in 1966 to commemorate Fort Union’s role in the upper Missouri fur trade from 1828 to 1867. 
 The park is 25 miles southwest of Williston, North Dakota, on ND Highway 1804. Sidney and Fairview, Montana are 24 and 12 miles from Fort Union. All communities have restaurants, lodging and services.
Historically, fur trade rendezvous did not take place at or near Fort Union. Our event grew out of local interest in Fort Union and the fur trade, and commemorates the spirit of that exciting era.

The following tips will help you better enjoy Rendezvous:
1. There is no admission charge to the park or to Rendezvous.
2. Summer visitor hours are 8 to 8 daily, Central Daylight Time, CDT.
3. Wear casual dress and comfortable shoes.

4. Be prepared! Bring sunscreen, mosquito repellent, and raincoat or umbrella.

5. A food concession stand will be available in the parking lot. A small picnic area is located near the parking area, with a larger picnic ground three miles away at Confluence Park near Fort Buford.
6. Restrooms, a pop machine and a snack machine are in the visitor center, with portable restroom facilities near the rendezvous camp. 
7. Please explore the rendezvous camp and Traders row! But also respect the privacy of the campers’ lodges and tents, entering them only if invited. 
8. Please respect the resource---keep dogs leashed at all times, and refrain from littering or taking artifacts from the park.
9. A shuttle between the parking area and the fort will be available to assist the mobility-impaired.
