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Inventory & Evaluation Assignment

Each group will review and evaluate interpretive products now in place at Fort Vancouver NHS and the Reserve – products such as wayside exhibit panels, brochures and publications, websites, and others known collectively as “interpretive media.” Knowing what is currently available to the public is an important step in finding a niche for your group exhibit project. Groups will give a 10-minute PowerPoint presentation to the class that 

· provides an overview of existing media 

· makes recommendations as to how exhibitry could help fill any gaps, AND 
· suggests possible overall theme(s) for a class exhibit that could do so

In addition, groups will provide (as hard copies and as electronic documents) an outline of their presentation, a one-page summary of their evaluation and an inventory of the media they reviewed.
