Researcher Access – Museum Collections

Conditions of Access / Code of Conduct
1. Access to the museum collection is by appointment. Appointments may be made in advance by contacting the Curator at (360) 816-6252 or theresa_langford@nps.gov. At least one week advance notice is recommended, as appointments are scheduled as staff time allows.

2. The park requires registration of all researchers.

3. In collection storage areas, groups may not exceed 10 people at any one time, and must be accompanied by a staff member. Children are not allowed in the collection areas except when accompanied by an adult and approval has been obtained in advance.

4. Smoking, eating, and drinking and bags/large purses are prohibited in the collection storage areas. Only pencils may be used in the collection storage areas. 
5. Guidelines for handling objects and archival materials must be read and agreed to by users. 
6. The researcher must abide by any copyrights, privacy and publicity legislation, and duplication, publication, and citation policies. Photography and photocopies must be cleared with the Curator in advance. For records containing information exempt from disclosure under the Public Records Act (RCW 42.17.250; RCW 42.17.310(1)(k)), such as archaeological site locations, the park may withhold such information. Your signature below indicates that any records containing exempt information obtained from the park will remain protected from public disclosure.

7. The National Park Service, as a courtesy, requests two copies of any work, published or unpublished, based upon or utilizing the results of research conducted in the collection, or which contains images of items in the collection. 

8. Access to some collection items may be restricted due to condition, cultural sensitivity, or other circumstances defined by staff. All limitations imposed on access due to collection conditions, staff availability, and security considerations must be imposed equally on all users.
I affirm that the information provided on this form is accurate. I have read and agree to abide by the CONDITIONS OF ACCESS / CODE OF CONDUCT. I understand that if I do not abide by these requirements, I may be asked to leave the collection areas. I agree to be responsible for any damage to the collection occurring as a result of my research activities.
