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Questions and Answers for Group Reservations


1. Do groups need to make reservations to visit Fort Vancouver?


A group reservation is no longer necessary for groups of 15 or more people.





2. Why are group reservations no longer needed?  And when did this change occur?


The summer of 2006, a new program schedule will be advertised.  All programs offered welcome groups unless otherwise stated.  Group reservations were no longer necessary as of spring 2006.  





4. Are there exceptions?


Commercial groups, with the exception of Youth Groups, will need to acquire a Commercial Use Authorization (CUA) and school groups who wish to participate in the school group program, offered during the academic year, will need to make reservations, starting September 1, 2006.  





5. What determines a commercial group and how to these groups apply for a Commercial Use Authorization?


All inquiries regarding what determines a commercial group and the Commercial Use Authorization (CUA) process should be directed to Kimm Fox-Middleton, Supervisory Park Ranger, 360.816.6243.





6. What determines a school group?


School groups are defined as having official status as an accredited educational institution and students attending must be receiving academic credit.  Determination of whether a group meets the above criteria will be made by the Becky Railey, Fee and Operations Coordinator.  To make a reservation as a school group, please contact Nadine Renfro, School Group Reservation Coordinator.  





7. What can all other groups do when they visit Fort Vancouver?


A variety of services are offered daily.  At the Fort Vancouver and Vancouver National Historic Reserve Visitor Center, a group can view 1 of 3 video presentations, visit the museum, and/or shop at the gift shop.  The reconstructed fort site offers audio tours (for up to 50 people) at $3 per unit, providing an orientation, self-guided tours, and 1of 5 cultural demonstrations (black smith shop, carpenter shop, kitchen, bake house, and/or garden).  Additional programs are offered depending on the time of the year and the day of the week.  





8. How do groups find out what they can do in the park?


Group leaders may call the Visitor Center at 360.816.6200, 7-days a week for program offerings or go on line at � HYPERLINK "http://www.nps.gov/fova" ��www.nps.gov/fova�.  It is recommended to call the day of the groups visit to find out what specifically will be offered so groups may plan accordingly.





9. How often do the programs change?


Programs will be reviewed on an annual basis.  The Special Events Calendar comes out the first of the year.
