This May, the 72-voice Rappahannock Choral Society (RCS) is dedicating its Spring Concerts on Mothers’ Day weekend, to a remembrance of the Civil War and the Sesquicentennial of the Battle of Chancellorsville.  The music will include period songs expressing the feelings of the soldiers in battle and at rest, music from the home front and songs from the Broadway show “Shenandoah.”  
Although less than three years old, the RCS, an audition-only regional chorus, has grown from 48 to 72 singers, from a first concert audience of 600 to over 1000 for their recent two-day Christmas Concerts, and has achieved a reputation for beautiful music that has reached all the way to the National Harbor where they have been invited to perform for the past two years at the annual Christmas Tree Lighting Ceremony.  Members and audiences come from Spotsylvania, Stafford, Orange, King George and Louisa Counties, as well as the City of Fredericksburg.
The RCS is under the award-winning artistic direction of Linda Monner, with the outstanding accompaniment of Marilla Haas.  Join them as they remember and commemorate a war that pit brother against brother and friend against friend.  Tickets are available at the door, and are $8 for regular admission, $5 for seniors (60+) and children and students attend free.  The concert will take place Saturday, May 11th, at 8:00 p.m. or Sunday, May 12th, at 3:00 p.m. at Chancellor High School, located at 6300 Harrison Road in Fredericksburg, VA.
