GIS/GPS
	Background
	The GIS branch of the Division of Resource Management at Gateway National Recreation Area manages the geospatial data for the whole park.  This includes, but is not limited to natural and cultural resources, facilities management, park planning, interpretation and visitor protection and safety.  All of these areas experience constant change and require mapping and analysis to make informed management decisions.


	Position Description
	Work will include field data collection and mapping in relation to a variety of topics concerning Gateway National Recreation Area. Data to be collected may include: buildings, shoreline, natural or cultural resource project information and other topics as needed.  Incumbent will learn National Park Service data and metadata collection standards and apply that knowledge in the field. Work may also involve:  interaction with visitors, entering information into electronic databases and spreadsheets, compiling and analyzing information for use in interim and annual reports.  May occasionally collaborate or communicate with other state, federal and private cooperators or researchers working with the park on monitoring programs or research investigations within the division. Will use a variety of vehicles, equipment, and watercraft to conduct these activities. Occasionally may be asked to assist one of the other disciplines within the Division of Resource Management.

Final report and presentation summarizing completed work and conclusions as well as submission of original data sheets are required at the end of the internship. If the incumbent seeks college credit, a full semester long project can be designed with set goals.


	Desired Skill Set
	Knowledge of GIS systems, ability to collect data on GPS equipment (Trimble GeoXT and a variety of Garmin GPS units), capability in using computer software (ArcGIS, Pathfinder Office) to produce professional maps, ability to walk long distances on uneven terrain.
