 

















Chesapeake Bay Region Background

	The Chesapeake Bay is the largest estuary in the United States is approximately 200 miles long, ranging in width between approximately 3 miles at its narrowest to over 30 at its widest and was created approximately10,000 years ago at the end of the last ice age. Furthermore, over 150 rivers and streams drain into the Chesapeake Bay. The name for the Chesapeake is thought to be derived from an old Algonquian word referring to “at a big river” or another interpretation, simply the “Great Water” but either way it is one of the oldest surviving English place names in the United States. 
Having this immense estuary has been an incentive for people to inhabit the area and has provided fertile land for farms, an array of wildlife and sea life, and a mode of transportation and communication into the interior of North America. In addition, this region has seen the first permanent English settlement in North America at Jamestown in 1607. Furthermore, such great Americans as George Washington were born in the region and played one of the most crucial parts in creating a new country to control the Chesapeake Bay region.

Park Background
	Is your mother or father keeping something valuable for you until you are older? Maybe it’s your grandfather’s pocket watch that he wanted you to have or your grandmother’s charm bracelet. 	The National Park Service does the same role by protecting and keeping “special” items safe. The National Park Service (NPS) protects places that have a story to tell about the land, wildlife, or history. These sites are protected because they are “special places” for the people of the United States. The goal of the NPS has been to protect and preserve (safe keep) these places for the future. 
	Where George Washington, our first president, was born is a “special place” for the people of the United States. The birthplace is important because George Washington was the “Father of our Country.” Visitors have traveled to the birthplace of George Washington for hundreds of years. Thanks to the NPS for preserving important places like George Washington’s Birthplace, your children and your children’s children will be able to visit these sites just as you can.
