NOW FOR SOME OFFSHOOT PATHFINDER TRICKS THAT GO A LONG WAY:

· In all your export functions, save that little export text file that is automatically generated with each export.  This is great metadata file which includes many configuration parameters.  Drag this file around with the shapefiles for handoff to your GIS coordinator -he/she will love you for this!

· You have no control on naming a shapefile- yuck! You can control where a shapefile is exported by creating a subfolder on the fly in the output folder box (see Figure 1).  This way, managing is easier when conducting multiple exports.  Then, in ArcView, using the shapefile manager under File/Manage Data Sources pull down menu, you can rename your shapefiles.

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· Create an Export Setup that defines various configuration parameters for any of your export functions.  Trick2.jpg shows how my "DD shapefile" setup automatically defines Lat/long and NADCON(alaska).  To define a new setup, first choose a sample export setup (eg. Sample Arcview Shapefile Setup), then Press New Setup tab.  Rename the setup like "DD NADCON Shapefile" and then step through all the configuration tab for that setup. See Figure 2
