ITDS Data Dictionary Standard:  “English Version”
a. Make sure all ITDS Data Parameters are defined (including Overlap example from spreadsheet)  (Tom)
b. At some introductory place, need to explain that all ITDS attributes will be quantified and reported in miles, unless otherwise specified (i.e. $$, or Trail Name).  Also explain BMP and EMP.  (Tom)
c. Converting Metric to English Units:  Will need to pin down the formula that will be used to convert metric to English units (for ITDS data being pulled from GIS):  US Survey Formula or International Survey?  (Tom ( need reps from all agencies involved in this decision plus FGDC)  
Needed Forest Service Edits to Match ITDS:  (Jaime)
1. Accessibility Status:  Edit FS attribute definition to reference Designed Use 

2. Admin_Org:  ITDS LOVs include NA – Not Applicable.  How’s this handled in Infra for non-FS Admin Orgs?
3. Jurisdiction:  Add NGO – Non Governmental Organization?

4. Interagency Identification Code:  FS add to LOVs…..  (use ITDS definition and business rule)

5. Primary Trail Maintainer:  FS add FWS and NGO to LOVs (look at adding all ITDS federal agencies)
6. Trail System:  USFS add LOVs for County, Tribal, Other System Trail.  Change FS LOVs to L- Local, OF – Other Federal, P – Private, S – State (drop “Trail” from these LOVs).  
7. Special Mgmt Area:  USFS add WILD – Designated Wilderness Area to LOVs 
8. Shared System:  Why does FS have this LOV:  OT – Other Trail System?  Drop? 
9. Trail Surface:  FS change LOVs to delete prefix.
