Trail Condition Survey Training will be offered in the Regional Office in Albuquerque, NM, October 18 – 20, 2005.  The training will begin at 0900 on Tuesday October 18 and end at noon on October 20, with an optional work session the afternoon of October 20.  The classroom portion of the training will be held in the conference room in the basement of the Regional Office.
Day one of the training will be spent teaching about the trail fundamentals of trail type, trail class, managed use, designed use, and design parameters, and how to use those to develop Trail Management Objectives (TMOs).  Days 2 and 3 will focus on how to complete Trail Condition Surveys.  Part of the TRACS training will be spent in the field on day 2 and participants should bring appropriate field clothing, lunch and water, and equipment to include a clipboard, tape measure, and mileage wheel if you have one.

Students should also bring any TMOs already developed for their trails, and other information about their trails that would help identify TMOs (types of uses prohibited, allowed, or encouraged, maintenance objectives, maps, etc.).  Laptop computers may also be helpful to use to document TMOs.
