Forestry

From the Tree 2 You! — developed by Women in Timber (Contact: Holly McKenzie, 406-892-4141,
hmckenzie@centurytel.net ) Collection of reference materials, suggested activities and hands-on tools for
learning about forests, forest products and tree species.

Forest Stewardship Education Trunk—(Grades 5-12)—free from Swan Ecosystem Center (406 754-3137, or
jill@swanecosystemcenter.orq) or for a fee of $25/2 weeks or $35/3 weeks from Montana Natural History
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Center, 406 754-3137. This trunk guides students through a variable plot timber cruise with the use of
professional foresters’ tools. The cruise not only surveys the timber on a particular piece of land but also the
shrubs and plants present and wildlife use on the land.

Besides a teachers’ guide and a set of lesson plans, the trunk includes six completely outfitted loggers’ vests,
reference materials, a CD-Rom called Montana Forests Forever, created by the Montana Logging Association,
six stereoscopes for reading aerial photographs and a set of six plant and tree identification guides. The
complete curriculum will enable students to write a management plan for the property surveyed. However,
there are many components of the trunk that can be used without completing the curriculum. One of the most
popular pieces is a tree’s biography and another is using tree cookies to see the relationship between
circumference and diameter.

History

Land of Many Stories — (Grades 4) - free from Glacier National Park (Contact Laura Law, Education
Specialist, 406/888-5837 or laura_law@nps.gov) This trunk was created by the Montana Historical Society as
part of Glacier’s Centennial Commemoration. It is geared toward 4™ grade but many of the lessons can be used
for higher grades.

Topics include Montana’s Indian Tribes, the railroad and building of the park chalets, early tourism and
marketing, how artists influenced information and knowledge about the park, and careers and jobs that people
have had in Glacier. There are two copies of the trunk. One is available from West Glacier and the other is
available from the Montana Historical Society in Helena. The lessons for the trunk are on-line at the museum’s
website at http://mhs.mt.gov/education/footlocker/default.asp .

Meet the Conrads — (Grade 2-6) - free from Conrad Mansion (Contact Conrad Mansion Museum at 755-2166,
info@conradmansion.com) The Conrad Mansion Museum has created this traveling trunk for teachers to bring
into the classroom to either enhance a planned field trip to the Mansion or to give dimension to an existing
lesson. The trunk is filled with primary artifacts (real when possible, reproductions when necessary). These
artifacts include clothing, writing tools, kitchen utensils, photos and maps. The trunk includes a teacher's
guide to help you direct activities and bring depth to the materials in the trunk. The trunk is designed to be
self- contained and is meant for students in 2nd grade. It can, however, be adapted for use by older students
and adults.

Plants

Glacier’s Plant Invaders — (Grades 3-12) - free from Glacier National Park (Contact Laura Law, Education
Specialist, 406/888-5837 or laura_law@nps.gov) Materials in this trunk were put together for upper
elementary school field trips to learn about science and one way to collect data on non-native, invasive plants
in Glacier National Park. They have been expanded to now include lesson plans for middle and high schoolers.
Students learn about 4 species — Spotted knapweed, St. Johnswort, Houndstongue, and Oxeye daisies. There
are sample data sheets, identification guides, a power point, and background information about doing science
and why these plants are not wanted here.

Water

Aquatic Invasive Species Trunk- (Grades 9-12) — free from Flathead Basin Commission, (Contact: Heidi
Sedivy at 883-1341, heidi@flatheadlakers.org) This High School Trunk includes activities geared at raising AlS
awareness in Montana while meeting National Teaching Standards in multiple subjects. Contents include: 13
Agquatic Invasive Species specimens and posters; activities for grades 9 — 12 with teacher guide, including a design-your-
own dichotomous key; and "Don't Move a Mussel” DVD.
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Becoming Watershed Citizens- (Grades K-12) — free from Flathead Lakers, (Contact: Heidi Sedivy at 883-
1341, heidi@flatheadlakers.org) The Flathead Lakers developed Becoming Watershed Citizens, a watershed
education program for elementary students to increase their understanding of the physical, biological, historical
and social components of the Flathead Watershed and their interconnections. The program includes classroom
lessons and activities and is best when paired with a field trip to the Flathead Biological Station. The Flathead
Watershed trunk contains maps and information unique to the Flathead Watershed. These materials include a
teacher’s addition with discussion prompts, a large hand-painted floor map, wooden character figures and
mounted photographs used as props for telling the Wild River Journey: Clark Fork — Pend Oreille Watershed
Story.

Rolling Rivers Trailer — (Grades 3-12) — free from Flathead County Conservation District (Contact Assistant
Conservationist Kari Musgrove, 406/752-4220 karim@flathead.org ) — Several types of river systems can be
modeled using this large sandbox, plastic houses, vegetation, and, of course, water! Through this interactive
display students learn how waterways and citizens can coexist. Kari or another certified trainer will accompany
the trailer and lead the activity.

The Power of Water — (Grades PreK to 8) - free from the US Bureau of Reclamation, Hungry Horse Dam
(Contact Prudence Crampton, 406/387-5241 pcrampton@usbr.gov) - Older students can create their own
hydro-electric generator or debate issues related to the management of dams. Younger students can explore
water flow through hands on water toys and experiments as well as learning the basics of electrical generation
through props and a storybook. Activities are linked to Montana State Performance Standards. This trunk has
components to be used with Pre School to 2nd grade or grades 3 to 8. Each age level includes a binder full of
further lesson ideas. Please specify which age level(s) you wish to borrow in your request. Laurie can also be
contacted to arrange school tours based from the Hungry Horse Dam Visitor Center or school visits from a
Reclamation Guide or engineer.

Trunk contains a variety of hands-on activities that are correlated to
National Science Education Standards for K-12; includes a developed unit of study, with recommended
activities.

Trunk contains bat puppets, books, posters and
lots more to explore the life and history of bats.

Bear Trunk — (Grades K-12) — free from Glacier National Park

laura_law@nps.gov) Background material, research guides, and props
to facilitate discussions about bears of the world, their habitats, and
food sources. Emphasis is on black and grizzly bears including how
to tell them apart and how to hike/camp safely in bear country. Activity guide and sample lesson plan included.
With additional materials available on the web, upper grades can benefit from information regarding scientific
method and results of the Crown of the Continent Ecosystem DNA research study to determine population size
as well as information about listing of the grizzly bear as an endangered species.

good territory for a pair of nesting loons. This box contains a wealth of fun, hands-on items including a loon
egg replica, puppets, scripts, videos, posters and much more to learn about Montana Loons. A three-ring
notebook is full of lesson and activity ideas that meet Montana Content and Performance Standards for science,
math, social studies, art, and language arts.

Mosquito Trunk — (Elementary to adult) -- free from Flathead County Mosquito District (call Bruce Gunderson,
406/751-8145 or bgunderson@flathead.mt.gov ) — Want to learn about mosquitos and how Flathead County
controls the flying arthropods? Check out the mosquito trunk. The box contains informational PowerPoint slide
shows, jeopardy game on PowerPoint, word search, and sample dipping cup, coloring sheets, costumes and
puppets that display the different stages of the mosquito life cycle and several copies of the book, The Summer
the Town Bit Back.

Sally can also
become Sammy Snag depending on who is “playing the snag”.

Maybe you are
even interested in learning about the differences between carnivores, herbivores and omnivores through their
teeth. Check out this trunk if you or your class are interested in learning more about the identification of several
animals through looking at their bone structure. This trunk comes with several excellent lesson plans for all
ages, however, it is best suited for 3rd-12th graders.
