From Highway 101 in Larkspur, take the Sir Francis Drake Boulevard exit west towards

Olema, turn left at Highway 1/Shoreline Highway, turn right at Calle Del Arroyo, and turn

at Walla Vista. There is no parking on Walla Vista. You must park on Calle Del Arroyo (before

the Seadrift gate) or at Stinson Beach.
