EDUCATIONAL FEE WAIVER APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS
The following directions have been taken directly from National Park Service Regulations (NPS-22).  This is the guideline to be followed in granting education fee waivers.  Bona fide educational or scientific institutions may qualify if the following conditions are met.  Please Read Carefully.  Your application package must contain both of the following.

1. There must be a direct relationship between the visit purpose and the use of the Park.  The visit must be to study some aspect/resource specific to Golden Spike NHS.  A general statement to the effect that the visit is for “educational purposes” is insufficient by itself.  An explanation of what the educational purpose entails and how it is related to Park resources is required.  (Course outlines, lesson plans, or a copy of the curriculum meet this requirement.)  Your application will not be considered without this additional information.
2. State the course number, description and/or a copy of the catalog description for college courses or an outline of student work required for K-12.  The applicant must be providing educational credit hours based on a specific course of instruction to group participants.
Please use the attached form to provide the required information OR use it as a guideline and provide the required information in letter form on school or organization letterhead. 

Number of Chaperones allowed under fee waiver criteria:

1 chaperone per 10 students
Applications must be received 2 weeks in advance of the anticipated visit.

Fee waivers will not be given at the visitor center; you must apply prior to your trip.

If the application is approved, the group’s official will receive a letter with an approval signature.  The group leader must present a copy of the approved fee waiver at the visitor center to the ranger at the desk.  

Organizations that are generally considered service, civic or fraternal, e.g. Scouting, Rotary, Elks, etc. do NOT quality for the education fee waiver, unless they meet the above applicable criteria.
