FIRE RESTRICTIONS IN EFFECT AT GREAT BASIN NATIONAL PARK
Superintendent Cindy Nielsen has announced that fire restrictions are being imposed within Great Basin National Park effective 08:00 a.m. Pacific Daylight Time on Friday, June 29, 2007.  The restrictions shall remain in effect until further notice. Campfires will be prohibited in all back-country areas of the park.  Back-country campers may continue to use portable stoves that burn gas, jellied petroleum or pressurized liquid fuel. 
Campfires will be permitted only at developed and designated campsites in metal fires rings and grills at the following locations:
Baker Creek Campground, Greycliffs Campground, Lower and Upper Lehman Creek Campgrounds, Wheeler Peak Campground, Snake Creek and Strawberry Creek.

In addition, fires will be allowed within provided grills at the Lehman Caves and Pole Canyon Picnic Areas.
Superintendent Nielsen reminds visitors that using fireworks within Great Basin National Park is prohibited at all times.  Likewise, campfires are prohibited above 10,000 ft. in elevation within the back-country of the park at all times.
The public is encouraged to enjoy their experience at Great Basin National Park, and to do so responsibly.
