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Winter Holiday Schedule for Great Basin National Park and Lehman Caves Visitor Center 
Superintendent Andy Ferguson announced that Great Basin National Park’s Lehman Caves Visitor Center will operate 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon Pacific Time December 24, 2009.  This is in keeping with President Obama’s Executive Order closing all federal facilities and excusing their employees from duty work for the last half of the scheduled workday on Thursday December 24, 2009. Lehman Caves Visitor Center will be closed December 25, 2009 and re-open Saturday December 26, 2009 and operate 8:00 a.m.to 4:30 p.m. with 90-minute cave tours at 9:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m., and 60-minute cave tours at 11:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. The Lehman Caves Visitor Center will be closed Friday January 1, 2010 for New Years Day and re-open Saturday January 2, 2010 at 8:00 a.m.

December 24 there are two morning tours of Lehman Caves scheduled.  There is a 9:00 a.m. 90-minute tour. Children under the age of 5 are not permitted on the 90 minute tours. There is an 11:00 a.m. 60-minute tour. Cave tours are limited to 20 people per tour. To ensure a space, visitors may obtain tickets over the phone up to 30 days in advance.  Tickets cannot be obtained over the phone on the same day as the tour.   You may get tickets in advance by calling (775) 234-7331 extension 212.  Phone orders are taken from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. Pacific Time, Monday through Friday.  Tickets may also be purchased in person at the Lehman Caves Visitor Center.  
Great Basin National Park is open daily.  Lower Lehman Creek Campground with 11 sites is open.  Water is available at the Lehman Caves Visitor Center.
During Saturday and Sunday of the Christmas and New Year’s weekend the Great Basin Visitor Center in Baker, Nevada will operate 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.  The center features exhibits about the Great Basin region, an information desk and has a Western National Parks Association Bookstore.
On Saturday and Sunday December 26 and 27, and Saturday January 2 meet at Lehman Caves Visitor Center at 10:00 a.m.to join a Park Ranger for a Snowshoe Hike. Come prepared with your own set of snowshoes, sturdy hiking boots and warm socks, layered waterproof clothing and if desired portable drinks and snacks. The Lehman Caves Visitor Center has a limited number of snowshoes for loan. To reserve a pair of snowshoes call 775.234.7331 extension 212.  Park Rangers also plan to conduct snowshoe hikes Saturday, Sunday and Monday January 16, 17, and 18, 2010.
