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UPCOMING SLASH PILE BURNS IN GREAT BASIN NATIONAL PARK
Plans are currently underway for Great Basin National Park to conduct several slash pile burns in 

five separate project areas, one at a time over the next few months, when environmental 

conditions are suitable.   

The first slash pile burn to be conducted will be in Lehman Flats, between Highway 488 and the 

Wheeler Peak Scenic Drive.   This burn is tentatively scheduled for mid-February.   The other 

four slash pile burns may be conducted in the following sequence: the area between the park 

boundary and Baker Creek Road; the Park Residential area; the Borrow Pit west of Baker Creek 

Ridge; and the area north and across from the Greycliffs Campground along Baker Creek Road. 

To ensure the safety of park visitors during the slash pile burning operations, Baker Creek Road 

may be intermittently closed.  Visibility may be hampered during burning operations.  Please 

drive with your headlights on during the day and during times of heavy smoke accumulation.
