The Environmental Education staff at Grand Canyon National Park has the capability to conduct interactive classroom visits over the Internet.  We currently offer two one-hour distance learning programs and are working on the development of additional offerings. The two current offerings are:

· Geology of Grand Canyon – this program focuses on the geologic processes that formed Grand Canyon.

· Life on the Edge – this program focuses on animal and plant adaptations and interrelationships and introduces some of the amazing creatures that call Grand Canyon home.

Both programs are curriculum-based (designed to meet Arizona state teaching standards) and are appropriate for 4-7th grade classes. The programs are free and a great way to introduce your students to this amazing national park and to a variety of scientific studies.
