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meme (Pileated Woodpecker)

Meme (Pileated Woodpecker) is one of the year-
round birds in northern Minnesota. They are large
birds, almost the size of crows, that are easy to
spot. Black and white with a large red crest, and
drumming that can be heard from a distance,
these woodpeckers are easy to recognize.

Meme eat insects, larvae, and caterpillars, like
spruce budworm, and wild berries. Large, dead
trees are the best source of their favorite foods
and for nest trees. Nest holes are large enough
to later house owls, ducks, bats, and martens.
Remember that standing dead trees provide
important habitat for a variety of birds and other
wildlife!
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
