get the celebration going, Great Sand Dunes will waive entrance fees on April 19 and 20.

Great Sand Dunes will honor this week with 2 ranger programs on April 19 at 1 p.m. at the Visitor
Center and April 26 at 1 p.m. at the Visitor Center. Both days, Ranger Patrick will “Go Wild” with
visitors during his 20-minute program on wildlife at Great Sand Dunes. Remember Earth Day is April
22 and Junior Ranger Day is April 26. Great Sand Dunes will welcome local community high school
volunteers on Earth Day to plant trees in various areas throughout the park. Park staff will also be

completing a highway clean-up project on the morning of April 24.

“The world-class resources at Great Sand Dunes are amazing year-round”, says Park
Superintendent, Lisa Carrico, “we hope that fee free weekends inspire people to come out and

explore Great Sand Dunes and the other 400 park units in the National Park System”.

Great Sand Dunes is open 24 hours a day and the Visitor Center and Bookstore are open from 9
a.m. to 4:30 p.m., 7 days a week. Plan a day’s trip to Great Sand Dunes to explore trails, drive up
the Medano Road to Creek Crossing 4 (closed beyond this point), or have a picnic at the Dunes
Lot or Castle Creek. For visitors who are looking for a multi-day trip, spend the night at the Pifion
Flats Campground for $20 per night in Loop 1 or Loop 2. Remember to check the weather before
arriving.
